Countries and international bodies have realized the necessity of 

gathering and coordinating efforts, by creating transnational and network 

relations that contribute to reducing international risks, in order to achieve the 

optimal response to the challenges and risks that they are about to face, and 

which fall within the scope of their concerns and specialization, where the 

United Nations and its agencies have become an observer and effective line of 

defense, which they use to achieve effective intervention at lower levels, in 

the range of risk environments, by intervening through workshops to confront 

these challenges and risks, «  early warning » is one of the innovative 

mechanisms in these efforts. 

Doctors without Borders Organization is considered a relief 

organization, working in all regions with transparency, without bias and 

complete independence from any particular party, and its role is effectively 

enhanced when coordination and cooperation efforts are combined with 

various other international non-governmental organizations, as well as the 

United Nations and its agencies, donors and governments, as work is done. 

According to plans and strategies that constitute the best way to contain the 

danger and limit its spread, and this was presented in the case of  Ebola, 

which formed a focus for the study as a model for examining the role of non-

governmental organizations.
